STATE REQUIREMENTS

DISCLOSURE OF OWNERSHIP 
Subject to Section 66.0903(3) or 103.49, Wisconsin Statutes, the bidder shall disclose the name of any "other construction business" which the bidder, or a shareholder, officer or partner of the bidder, owns or has owned within the preceding three years, where the Wisconsin Department of Workforce Development has determined that the "other construction business" failed to pay the prevailing wage rate, or at least time and one-half the hourly basic rate of pay for hours worked in excess of the prevailing hours of labor, to any employee at any time within the preceding three years.

This information is only required to be disclosed if the bidder, or a shareholder, officer or partner of the bidder, owns or has owned at least a 25% interest in the "other construction business" on the date the bidder submits a bid, or at any time within the preceding three years.

The term "other construction business" means any business engaged in erecting, constructing, remodeling, repairing, altering, painting and decorating buildings, structures or facilities and any business engaged in supplying mineral aggregate, as provided by ss. 66.0903(3)(c), 103.49(2) and 103.50(2), Wisconsin Statutes.

Indicate on a separate and clearly identified attachment to this proposal the name(s) and address(es) of any "other construction business" which meets the criteria specified above. 

By submitting this Proposal, the bidder declares that they have met the above Disclosure of Ownership requirements to the best of their knowledge and belief and understand that the willful falsification of any information may result in a civil or criminal penalty pursuant to Chapter 101, Wisconsin Statutes.

FINAL PAYMENT REQUIREMENTS (PAYMENT FOR LABOR)

Upon completion of the project and prior to final payment, each contractor shall file with the Wisconsin Bureau of Aeronautics an Affidavit stating that he has complied fully with the provisions and requirements of Section 66.0903, 1973 Wisconsin Statutes, and that he has received evidence of compliance from each of his agents and subcontractors.  The Wisconsin Bureau of Aeronautics will not authorize final payment until such affidavit is filed in proper form and order.

WAGE RATES & CERTIFIED PAYROLLS
The bidder and all subcontractors are responsible to pay the prevailing wage rate for the project for all classifications of work.  The wage rates and classifications anticipated in accomplishing the work are incorporated into the project specifications. Weekly payrolls are required to be submitted to the Bureau of Aeronautics.  The payrolls are to be submitted electronically via DOT CRCS system as specified in the special provisions, or if approved, submitted to the Bureau’s labor compliance representative. 
INCOMPLETE WAGE DETERMINATIONS

The wage rate determination as incorporated in the advertised specifications may not include rates for all required classifications.  The bidder is responsible for ascertaining the rates payable for any missing classifications, and if area practice requires the use of additional classifications in accomplishing the work.  No inference concerning area practice is to be drawn from their omission.  Further, the omission will not establish any liability for increased labor cost resulting from the use of such classifications.
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
