TraCS SUB-USER’S LICENSE

Between Wisconsin Department of Transportation and      
This TraCS Sub-User’s License (hereinafter Sub-License) is entered into by the Wisconsin Department of Transportation, an agency of the State of Wisconsin, with principal offices at 4802 Sheboygan Ave., Madison, WI  53705 (hereinafter Sub-Licensor) and the       (Agency name), an agency of the State of Wisconsin, with principal offices at       (Agency address) (hereinafter Sub-Licensee).  

TraCS is a proprietary product owned by the Iowa Department of Transportation, an agency of the State of Iowa (hereinafter Licensor) and the product is protected by Title 17 United States Code.  This Sub-License is governed by the Licensing Agreement between the State of Iowa and the State of Wisconsin, and is incorporated by reference.  It is the intent of Sub-Licensor that TraCS be distributed only to other Wisconsin state and local entities for governmental use.  It is further understood that the Geographical Information System (GIS) Location Tool is separate software requiring a different agreement.

The parties agree that the following terms and conditions apply to the Sub-Licensor’s provision of the Traffic and Criminal Software and documentation (collectively referred to as TraCS) to the Sub-Licensee.  

1.  License.  Sub-Licensor grants to Sub-Licensee a nonexclusive, nontransferable, royalty free license to copy and use TraCS in accordance with the terms and conditions of this Sub-License.  Sub-Licensee shall not use TraCS for any commercial purpose whatsoever.  TraCS may not be used, sub-licensed, lent, copied, modified or transferred, in whole or in part, except as provided for in this Sub-License.

2.  Proprietary Protection.  The Sub-Licensor represents, and the Sub-Licensee acknowledges, that TraCS contains trade secrets of the Iowa Department of Transportation (including without limitation, algorithms, methods, and structure and design elements).  Such trade secrets are entrusted to the Sub-Licensee for use as expressly authorized under this Sub-License.  The Sub-Licensee agrees to hold all the Iowa Department of Transportation trade secrets in confidence to the extent permitted by Wisconsin Law.  Under no circumstances may the Sub-Licensee decompile, reverse engineer, or “unlock” (as the term is generally used in the industry) TraCS.

3.  Source Code.  Modifications to the source code requested by the Sub-Licensee will be prioritized with other source code modifications sought by the Sub-Licensor and other Sub-Licensees in accord with the original User’s Agreement between the State of Iowa and the State of Wisconsin.  The requesting Sub-Licensee(s) shall be responsible for funding the cost of requested enhancements to the source code.  Source code enhancements shall be made only by Technology Enterprise Group, Inc. (TEG), or such other software developer designated by the Iowa Department of Transportation, and shall be managed by the Iowa Department of Transportation in conjunction with the Sub-Licensee(s).  Enhancements shall become integrated into the master source code and available royalty free to the Licensor, Sub-Licensor and all Sub-Licensees.  Source code changes requested by the Sub-Licensee shall be made at the Sub-Licensee’s expense.

4.  New Releases.  Sub-Licensor will provide the final form of each new national release of TraCS to Sub-Licensee for use under the same provisions as the original TraCS software. 

5.  Effective Date.  This Sub-License becomes effective when signed by both parties and continues until terminated.

6.  Limitation of Liability.  In no event shall Sub-Licensor be liable for any damages whatsoever (including, without limitation, indirect, incidental, special, or consequential damages including lost profits, business interruption, loss of information, or other loss) arising out of this Sub-License or Sub-Licensee’s use or inability to use TraCS, even if Sub-Licensor has been advised of the possibility of such damages. 

7.  Governing Law.  If not otherwise resolvable, the laws of Wisconsin will apply to the extent such application is consistent with and does not interfere with the relationship of the Sub-Licensor and Licensor and the applicability of Iowa law to the license between those parties.

8.  Disclaimer of Warranty.  TraCS is provided “as is” and “with all faults” without any warranty of any kind, express or implied, including but not limited to, warranties of non-infringement, performance, merchantability, or fitness for a particular purpose.  Sub-Licensee is solely responsible for the selection of TraCS to achieve its intended purpose, use of software, and the results obtained.

9. Support.  The Sub-Licensee will develop its own technical and implementation resources for deployment of TraCS in their agency.  Sub-Licensor will continue to offer advice on implementation as resources allow.
10. Shared Files.  The Sub-Licensee will coordinate with the Sub-Licensor when using shared configuration files, code tables, and other shared resources.  

11. Policies and Procedures. Sub-Licensee agrees to comply with all policies and procedures as set forth by the Wisconsin TraCS Steering Committee for use of the TraCS software and the statewide form suite.

12. Control Numbers. Sub-Licensee agrees to assign unique form control numbers to each installation of TraCS software within their agency, keep accurate records detailing the control number assignments within their agency and correct any duplicate control numbering problems by reissuing the "duplicate" form with a new, unique control number.
13. Data Sharing. Data submitted electronically to the Wisconsin Justice Information Sharing (WIJIS) Workflow may be shared with other agencies via Office of Justice Assistance data sharing initiatives.  Data submitted to state agencies is subject to applicable open records laws.
14. Suspension of Use.  This Sub-License shall be suspended, without recourse, by Sub-Licensor whenever Sub-Licensor determines Sub-Licensee is in violation of the terms of the Sub-License, or whenever Sub-Licensor is advised by Licensor that Sub-Licensee’s use violates the original User’s Agreement.

15. Revision of Terms. The Sub-Licensor reserves the right to alter the terms of this Sub-User License.  New terms will go into effect automatically 60 days after the sub-licensee has been notified. 

16. Termination.  This Sub-License may be terminated as follows:

A.  By the Sub-Licensee at any time; or

B.  By the Sub-Licensor:

1.  For breach or nonperformance by Sub-Licensee of any material term or condition of this Sub-License.  

2.  If the Sub-Licensor decides to discontinue support and maintenance of the TraCS software for use 
by other agencies.  

Upon termination of this Sub-License under A. or B.1 above, Sub-Licensee shall promptly return to Sub-Licensor all copies of TraCS, including any modifications, or certify that all have been destroyed.
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
