	The project involves milling and resurfacing of the existing two-lane road and horizontal curve improvements between Randolph Street and Keuer Road.

	

	US 10 will be closed to through traffic during construction.  Local access will be maintained.  The detour route will be WIS 32/57 north to County K, east to County PP, south to US 10.

	

	The project cost is estimated at $1.3 million. The project is scheduled for completion by early August 2006.
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
