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Austin Straubel International Airport
The Austin Straubel International
Airport is located in Brown County,
five miles southwest of downtown
Green Bay (north east Wisconsin).
The airport is easily accessible from
US 41.
Austin Straubel International is
owned and operated by Brown
County.  A five-member Planning,
Development and Transportation
Committee from the Brown County
Board of Supervisors administers the
airport.  The airport opened in 1948,

and is classified as an Air Carrier/Cargo airport in the Wisconsin State Airport
System Plan, 2020

The third largest airport in Wisconsin, Austin Straubel International serves the
citizens and business community of Brown County and northeast Wisconsin.  The
airport is served by six airlines with connections to any destination in the world.
There is an office for the Federal Aviation Administration and the Transportation
Security Administration on field serving one third of Wisconsin and the Upper
Peninsula of Michigan.  In 2003 the airport enplaned 393,717 commercial
passengers and 806,211 thousand pounds in air cargo.

Construction on the new B concourse is nearing completion, Concourse A  will
be updated to a mirror image after Concourse B construction is finished.  These
new modern concourses will greatly increase capacity and efficiency at the
terminal. Future projects include a new ASR radar, a larger and relocated ARF
building and by 2007, all runways will meet the FAA’s 1000’ runway safety area
recommendations without decreasing runway length to meet the requirements.

In 2001, an economic impact study was completed. The study indicated that the
Austin Straubel International Airport provides over $108 million in economic
output, supports over 2,000 jobs and contributes $37 million in personal income to
the Brown County economy.

Dane County (Madison)  – improvements to Runway 14/32 safety areas,
construct an extension of Taxiway G and install an arresting cable on Runway 3.
The installation of the arresting cable on Runway 3/21 will close the runway until
August.
Waupaca Municipal - construct Runway 10/28 (100’ x 5200’) and parallel
taxiway; relocate road; expand apron.  Common excavation of 1,000,000 c.y. is
complete and the site was topsoiled and seeded.  The paving has been deferred
until spring 2004.  Airport electrical will continue as weather allows.
Chippewa Valley Regional - re-commissioning the glideslope and MALSR.
Loc straight in approach is being used for Runway 22.  The re-instatement of
ILS is planned for February.
Rhinelander-Oneida County - expand deer fence from 8’ to 10’, all new
gates and fence in the terminal area.
Kenosha Regional - install security/deer fence.
Manitowoc County - reconstruct existing parking lot.
Menomonie Municipal - construct Runway 9 extension, parallel taxiway,
apron and connecting taxiway.
J. Douglas Bake (Oconto) - construct hangar taxiway and access road.
Sheboygan County Memorial - construct general aviation hangar taxiways.
Washington Island - construction of an SRE storage building completed.
John F. Kennedy Memorial (Ashland) - develop new hangar area and
taxiways.

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Struggling with Minimum Standards
Just as a number of Wisconsin airports are struggling with rewriting their Minimum
Standards, the Wisconsin Bureau of Aeronautics (BOA) is providing a
comprehensive support document. The Federal Aviation Administration rewrote
and combined two Advisory Circulars dealing with Minimum Standards effective
June 2002. The result of this change in federal guidance along with recent security
recommendations was based on the BOA draft of Minimum Standards for
Commercial Aeronautical Activities, An Airport Owner and Management
Reference Document.

The document was presented and discussed in detail during the Airport Operations
and Management Seminar in October 2003. The 30-page comprehensive
document is available online at http://www.dot.state.wi.us/travel/air/docs/minimum-
standards.pdf.

PCI inspections and capacity analysis
In 2003, the following airports were inspected: John F. Kennedy Memorial, Baraboo-Wisconsin Dells, Burlington

Municipal, Cable Union, Central Wisconsin, Chippewa Valley Regional, Ephraim-Fish Creek, Fond Du Lac County, Fort
Atkinson Municipal, Austin Straubel International, Southern Wisconsin Regional, Dodge County, Madeline Island,
Manitowish Waters, Manitowoc County, Marshfield Municipal, Wittman Regional, J. Douglas Bake Memorial, Outagamie
County Regional, Prentice, John H. Batten, Door County Cherryland, Richard I. Bong, Wautoma Municipal, Wausau
Downtown, West Bend Municipal, and Alexander Field-S Wood County. Once completed, each airport will receive their
copy of the final report.

Capacity analysis using Falling Weight Deflectometer was completed at the following airports: Burlington Municipal,
Iowa County, John F. Kennedy Memorial, and Eagle River Union. This gives the in-situ pavement capacity and gives
airports good information about what kind of aircraft can or cannot use their current facilities with regard to aircraft
weight.

These inspections and analyses are 100% state funded and fulfill the airports FAA requirements to have a pavement
maintenance plan.
