e Allocations to the State of Wisconsin are set at the federal level. Funding levels
include:
¢ For Operating Assistance: up to 50 % of the net operating cost (project
deficit).
¢ For Capital Assistance : 80% of the cost of project equipment (up to 90% of
the cost of equipment or modifications required by the Americans with
Disabilities Act (ADA) or by the Federal Clean Air Act).

projects scheduled in the following calendar year.
