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OVERVIEW

This newsletter provides an update on the US 8 Environmental Impact Statement
(EIS) alternatives, schedule, and upcoming activities. A summary of these activities
is provided below with more detail in this issue.

This spring the study team was requested to provide additional analysis of alterna-
tives to factor in noise and air quality impacts for each of the study alternatives.  The
Wisconsin Department of Transportation (WisDOT) has decided to conduct a con-
ceptual stage relocation plan (CSRP) for each alternative. A CSRP is a detailed
assessment of all potential residential and business relocations.  The archaeological
investigation of the Deer Lake Far Southern alternative, introduced in the last news-
letter, is also underway.

In addition, the study team was recently asked to make changes to some of the
alternatives.  The changes include adding another realignment in one segment, mov-
ing the location of the corridor for a different alternative, and consideration of inter-
changes instead of at-grade intersections for bypass alternatives.

The study team will complete the engineering and analysis needed to respond to
these requests over the course of this summer and fall.  We anticipate these efforts
will delay the release of the Draft EIS until spring 2005.  Once the DEIS has been
made available to the public for review, a public hearing will be scheduled.
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This view is looking west from Barron. In this section of US 8, Barron Alternative A
constructs a median and two, new eastbound lanes on the south side of existing US 8.  City
officials have asked that the corridor be moved farther south to avoid relocation of homes
west of County T.Learn more about the US 8 EIS at:
